High Performance Driver School Registration:

Instructors and Students of Tarheel & Toe HPDS will all register online for all HPDS.  Registering for an event using MotorsportReg.com is a two step process.

1. Create a MotorsportReg.com account at http://www.MotorsportReg.com/register/.  You do this by completing the information requested and keeping it current.  That makes you a registered member of the motorsportreg.com community and gives you an “account” or identity with them.  Your “named clubs” can then access the information and contact you, but only if you list them as clubs with which you wish to participate.  You will be asked to provide your CCA membership number, and it will be cross referenced with National records. So if your CCA membership has lapsed, please fix that right away.  Our HPDS student participants are restricted to CCA Members. We continue to give Tarheel Chapter Members a ten day window-of-opportunity to fill their school.  After that time, if the school is not sold out, we invite other CCA chapter members to register at the same price.

Next: You will be asked to state the number of miles away you are willing to travel for events and the appropriate CALENDAR OF EVENTS will be made available to you based on those parameters.  From that calendar of events your will then see a green REGISTER for event at the bottom corner of the listing.  It will let you know that an event is open for registration, and if it is open for registration, you will click and register for the specific event.  


2. Register for an event and pay online. Once you register for the EVENT, you will receive an email confirmation that your registration was received at Motorsportreg and that your Credit Card was charged. In the next few days your registration will either be confirmed or wait listed on the website by the Tarheel Registrar.  We use the 1/10th of a mile per car as a yardstick in groups with passing restricted to straights. The more advanced group can accommodate more students because of their experience at handling traffic and having Pass Anywhere With a Point, so they may have a few more cars in their group.  The first registrants will soon be CONFIRMED as IN the school. A few waitlisted students will be identified for each run-group. They will be asked if they want to be waitlisted. Wait listed students do often get into the school.

Students are sorted by experience into four run groups, with D being least experienced, and A being most experienced. As you see, each school run group designation for you is based on the experience of the individuals who sign up for this school and your experience in relation to theirs.

REFUNDS, less $50.00 processing fee, are offered up to 10 days before the school.  After 10 days prior to the school there is NO refund given. General information regarding the HPDS can be found at www.tarheelbmwcca.org website.  Student and Instructor packets will also be available for download on the Tarheel website prior to each school.

The key to successful registration on www.motorsportreg.com  is that it's a two step process.  The main mistake is thinking that creating an account IS registering for an event.  MSR.COM has an email that automatically goes out within 48 hours to catch folks who make the mistake of creating an account, but failing to register for an event. So if this is your first experience with MSR.COM create your account today and get familiar with the site, then when registration opens for the July school, you will be ready to register with no anxiety.

Please, when you go onto the site, check to see if you already have an account, perhaps an old one or one this committee may have started for you to enable you to be in the last school.  If you have one, go to it and correct any out of date information, especially the email address. When you create two accounts the system won’t permit us to access your data and get information to you correctly.  We hope to see you in the coming season.!!!!!!!!!
